WHEREAS, when using the term “owner” it encourages others to view them as material
possessions but “guardian” communicates the emotional value of animals;

WHEREAS, young people who learn that their role as an animal guardian is a valued
personal characteristic — something to take pridein — are less likely to abuse or abandon their
animal companions.
