In 2014, the Richmond City Council approved the Chevron Environmental and
Community Investment Agreement (ECIA), which invests $90 million dollars into the
Richmond community over 10-years. $6 million of those dollars have been set aside for
a competitive grant program, designed for non-profits who serve Richmond in the areas
of community, youth, and youth sports. The ECIA has grant awards that range from
$5,000, up to $50,000.

Important changes have been made to the grant guidelines. More specifically, all grant
applications must be submitted online at www.ci.richmond.ca.us/ECIAapplication. This
process is aimed to increase ease of use and minimize risk related to COVID-19.
