2. City Council June 28th Agenda Highlight: FY2016-17 Operating and Capital
Improvement Budget

At the meeting of June 21%, staff presented to the City Council a balanced budget
that is being recommended for adoption at the June 28" meeting. The budget gap
which had been at approximately $3 million was closed through a combination of
revenue increases totaling $1.5 million, primarily through State revenues for public
safety programs, and expenditure reductions totaling $1.5 million. Staff has
transmitted the final Operating and Capital Improvement Plan (CIPE budgets for
adoption by the City Council at the meeting this Tuesday, June 28".

3. Richmond Juneteenth Celebration

On Saturday, June 18", Richmond hosted its annual Juneteenth Family Day Parade

& Festival to bring together the community and celebrate our cultural heritage and

diversity.
